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PREFATORY NOTE

The Rasarnava, a twelfth century Sanskrit treatise on Alchemy, is one of
the most important scientific works of medieval India. It was edited
from several manuscripts by the eminent chemist Sir Prafulla Chandra
Roy and Pandit Hanschandra Kaviratna and was pubhshed in the
carly years of the present century (1908-10) by the Asiatic Society. The
book remained out of print for a long time and 1t was only during

the bicentenary of the Society that a decision could be taken for its
reprinting. keeping in view the importance of the work and the
persistent demand from scholars for it. I hope the books newly printed
by the Society will o a long way to mecting the needs of scholars and
researchers.

PREFACE

While collecting materials for my History of Hindu Chemis-
try I was very much struck with the wealth of information
and chemical knowledge of which Rasirnava is the repository,
Thus ‘Nature' in its review of the “History of Hindu Chemistry”
( Vol. T) speaking of the progress of chemistry in ancient
India quotes two remarkable passages from Rasadrnava ¢

“Copper yields a blue flame...that of tin is pigeon-

coloured ; that of lead i3 pale-tinted,”

and as another example +—

“A pure metal is that which, when melted in a
crucible, does not give off sparks, nor bubbles, nor spurts,
nor emits any sound, nor shows any lines on the surface,
but 1s tranquil as a gem® (see pp. 51-52 vs 49-52.) »

Among the alchemical Tantras RisArnava holds a unique
position and I have referred to it in the follewing terms in the
Introduction to the History of Hindu Chemistry, Vol. 1., 2nd ed.
Intro, [xxxiii ¢

“It s to bo regretted that of the several works quoted by
Madhava Rasdérnava alone seems to have survived to our days.
This work is almost unknown in Bengal, and extremely rare even

in N. India and the Deccan. We have been fortunate cnough

to procure a transcript of it in the Raghundtha Temple Library,
Kashmir, and another from the Oriental MSS. Library, Madras,
As one of the earliest warks of the kind, which throws a flood
of light on the chemical knowledge of the Hindus about the
12th century A.D., Rasdrnava must be regardod as a valuable
national legacy. It has, besides, the merit of being the inspirer
of several works of the Tatro-chemical period, notably Rasaratna~
samuchchaya and Rasendrachintdmani,”

It was thonght highly desirable that the full and correct text
of this great Tantra be presented to the world, and the Pub-
lication Committee of the Bibliotheca Indica have laid me under
a debt of obligation Dby acceding to my request to include it in
their series. A serions difficulty, however, arose in the way of
restoring the text. The MSS. mentioned above were both faulty
and defective. I was, however, fortunate in procuring three
more transcripts from the libraries of Bikanir, the Deccan
and Mysore respectively. The text of the present work is thus
based upon a careful collation of five distinet MSS. It is a
remarkablo fact that these MSS., though pro:ured from such
widely divergent sources, often concnr in repeating the same
errors.  There is o close agreement, between the MS. of Bikanir
and that of Kashmir~-possibly they are both derived from the
same exemplar. The Kashmir MS. has been found to be on the
wil> complote and reliable, and it has been mainly followed.
The other M3S. are more or less frazmentary, but these drsjectis

membra have been of signal service in throwing light upon dquht-

ful passages. Additional help has also been derived from a com-
parison of several extracts from Rasdrnava with which Ragendra-
chintimani, Rasaratnasamuchchaya, Sarvadarsanasamgraha.,

Yogatarangini ete. abound, In spite of all these collateral ad-
vantages there wis much that could be desired. While the

third and concluding part of the present work was in the press,

I received a letter from Kavirdj Durginiriyan Sen Sdastri, who
had been to Jammu on a professional visit, volunteering his servi-
ces for the search of rare Sanskrit MSS. bearing upon Chemistry
aud Medicine. Among the several MSS, which the scholarly
instinct of the Kavirdj had hit upon was one entitled Rasakdma-

dhenu.  Although this work is merely a compilation, it proved

to mo like a God-send, as 1t 1= full of lengthy extracts from
Rasirnava of remarkable textual accuracy. Indeed, so material
has heen the help rendered by Rasskdmadhenu that 16 has been

thonght advisable to deaw up a list of corrections based upon

this work and it has been inserted as an appendix.

As the Prefice appears over my signature alone, T avail
myself of this opportunity of expressing my decp obligitions to
my collaborator, Pandit Harischandra Kaviratna, on whom has
mainly devolved the vast labour of going carefully and  critieally
through the text of the MSS. He has also drawn up the exhaus-
tive tablo of contents (IrgFwf@aY) and the alphabetical index
with glossary of techuical terms. Tt isto be hoped that even a
casual reader will have no difficulty in finding ont the parti-

cular information he is in need of,
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[ have not attempted here any historical review of the

Rasdrnava. The probable date of the work will be found dis-
cussed at length in the History of Hindu Chemistry, Vol. I.
Introduction, under the Tantric Period and in Vol. IL., Intro,
